Died April 19, 1987, at the ageof 93.
Dr. Salisbury, who wasretir ed ,lived in
Manhasset, New York. Dr Salisbury
beganhis career in 1926with United
Fruit Company,beginning in Sant a
Marta, Colombia, and next serving in
Port Lim on, CostaRica until 1942. In

Leon A. Peris, M.D. '55
Clinical Prof essor of Obstetrics and

Gynecology

After thirty-two year s of dedicati on to
Jefferson , Leon A. Peris, M.D ., distin­
guished alumnus of the Class of 1955,
d ied on Aug ust 30, 1987. At the tim e of
his death he was President of both the
Medical Staff of T homas Jefferson
University Hospital and the Obstetri cal
Society of Philadelphia.

Upo n graduating from Kenyon Col­
lege in 1951 he entered Jefferson

Medi cal College. At Kenyon he was Phi Beta Kappa and at Jefferson he
was elected to Alpha Omega Alpha in 1954. He intern ed at Jefferson from
1955 to 1956. He served his resid ency in obste trics and gynecology at Jeffer­
son from 1956 to 1960. From 1960 to 1962 he was a military ph ysician in the
U.S. Air Force. He was first appo inted to the academi c staff at Jefferson as
an Assistant in 1960 and was promoted to Clinical Professor in 1986.

A lon g time member of the Executive Committee of the Medi cal Staff he
served as Chairman of the Credentials Committee and Presid ent -Elect fro m
1985 to 1987. He also was an elec ted member of the Executi ve Coun cil of
the Medi cal Co llege 1985 to 1987, serving as a member of the ad visory
Co mmitte e. He was a pa st Presid ent of the Volunteer Faculty of the
Hospital.

Dr . Peris was act ive in the Obstetrica l Society of Ph ilad elphia and was
most recentl y Vice-Presid ent , then Presiden t-E lec t and was installed as Presi­
dent in May of 1987. He also was active in the following professional groups:
The American Co llege of Obstetri cians and Gyn ecologists , Philadelphia
Co unty Medi cal Society, Penn sylvan ia Medical Soci ety , College of Physi­
cians of Philad elphia and the Civil Aviation Medi ca l Assoc iation .

The ph ysician also served on the Professional Advisory Board of the Child­
birth Education Association of Greater Philadelphia, Medi cal Advis ory
Board of the and Allied Diseases Foundation, Medi cal Affairs Committee of
Penn sylvani a Blue Shield , Co mmunity Advisory Board of Channel 12 and as
an Aviati on Medi cal Examiner for the Fed eral Aviation Administration.

A pri vat e pilot he co unted among other ad ventures flying his small plane
across the Atlanti c Ocean to Europ e. He was inter ested in ledical Genetics
and Medi cine and the Law.
